The Second screening of the Southern Cross will be at the 24th Australian National Stereo photography 

convention held in Ballarat, Victoria. The Southern Cross exhibition will also have screenings at the Victorian 3D 

Society in Melbourne and at the New Zealand Stereoscopic Society in Auckland New Zealand later in the year. 

A special thank you to our selection panel (Judges), Nancy Moxom, Ray Moxom and Carlton Wright. We had a great 

evening selecting the images for the exhibition. 

My thanks to all who entered this year’s exhibition. Without your participation the Southern Cross would not be 

possible. It is always a pleasure for us here in Australia to view the work of photographers from around the world.
